3. When doing portrait photography, what is the best focal length for the most flattering portrait, and why is this so?

4. You’re photographing medium close-up of a flowering plant, and you wish the background to be soft and out of focus. What camera setting would you choose to best control depth of field? 
5. You’re photographing a race, and you don’t want to freeze the action but rather you wish to illustrate speed with streaks of light behind the race vehicles. What camera setting would you choose to best create this image?

6. What makes a great photograph? List and explain briefly three things.
7. You are photographing moving water, and you want to turn the cascading falls into a “ribbon of silk.” Explain the camera settings and the lighting conditions necessary to execute this task.
8. You’ve popped your camera out of its carrying case, and snapped a photo without bothering to adjust the settings.  It happened to be on Time Value (TV), and the choice of shutter speed was well within the parameters of a satisfactory exposure. However, upon review of your image, you note that your photo is darker than you thought it should be. What may be the problem? What would you check first?

9. You’ve taken a quick informal portrait, indoors, and you used available light. The overall color of the image is decidedly orange.  How do you solve this problem?
