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Question #1.1:  Your assignment is to video tape a speaker who is planning on giving a one hour speech, and you decide to do a two camera shot.  One camera will be used to photograph the speaker head on from the audience. The second camera will be used to capture audience reaction and the occasional view from of the speaker from a different angle. This will allow you to cut away from the speaker at opportune times to capture audience reaction (like a laugh and applause) and you can combine and synchronize the tracks in post production. The drawing below is a schematic of the room’s layout. Where would you position both cameras?  Note:  You can move and reposition the cameras independently and rotate them by manipulating the green dot when the camera is selected.
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Question #1.2: Now that you’ve placed the cameras, you must choose an audio recording strategy.  Of course the cameras can record the audio individually, but what would be the best audio capture scenario for this layout and what do you plan to use for backup in case your primary microphone goes dead?  Essential explain your audio capture strategy. Be creative!

Question #2.1: You are shooting a video involving a large cast of participants. It’s a ceremony for the grand opening of an art gallery.  You have a master of ceremonies who will be the on-camera host of the video and knows just what to do. Your target program is roughly 10 minutes long, about the length of the actual ribbon cutting ceremony with speakers taking turns capped off by the actual clip of the ribbon.  What is your plan for the entire shoot besides getting every minute of the ceremony which you can edit later?  Provide your answer in the following fields based on the following criteria:

What type of microphone will you use for the shoot? Will you choose a shotgun, omni-directional, or ENG low-noise-handling microphone? Explain why you chose the one you chose and how the microphone will be used.


Question #2.2: What other equipment would be best to have along to make the shoot run smoothly? Give me at least three accessories you will bring along and don’t include batteries or tape (those are a given). Explain each of your choices, please.


Question #2.3: As you arrive on the scene, you’ve met the person in charge.  The position of the speaker’s area is all wrong. It’s up against a window with strong back lighting that will cause problems with your camera’s exposure and wash out the shot. What’s your next step to ensure a quality result?

Question #2.4: Considering where you are, what type of B-roll are you going to shoot? Describe it. Be creative.


Question #2.5: The ceremony is underway.  What is THE MOST IMPORTANT THING YOU NEED TO PAY ATTENTION TO DURING THE SHOOT, and what accessory in your bag will guarantee you will capture what you came for (and it’s not the camera or the microphone)? Consider this:  If you blow this aspect of the shoot, you essentially have no video.

Question #3: You are gathering audio resources with a digital recorder and a microphone. You are interviewing a very important subject, and you will get only one chance to capture this moment.  There are three technical and practical considerations of this task to ensure quality results (and they have nothing to do with questions you’re going to ask).  Briefly describe the three considerations.

Question #4: These questions have to do with Adobe Premiere, a program we’ve been using for both audio and video production.  

A. When opening the application, what kilohertz setting do you choose?

B. What do you have to do in the preferences section every time upon opening an existing project or new project?

C. In multi-track editing video on the time line, you will have more than one track of video. You have video on track one and video on track two that overlaps.  Which video track is the one you will see in your monitor at the point the tracks overlap?
D. How do you control audio volume on the time line?

E. What are some of the assets you can store in the project bin besides video clips?
F. Fade, tumble away, curtain, doors, clock wipe…. What are these things?

G. What is the frame size in pixels for graphics prepared in Photoshop intended for your video production in Premiere?  Put an X in the proper square
